4) How does Paul describe his “thorn in the flesh”? (vv. 10) What thorns in the 
flesh have you experienced? Why does the Lord sometimes not relieve 
a thorn in the flesh? How does Christian service enable us to experience 
power to endure weakness? (vv. 10-12)
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
